Freeway Hardware Considerations
The hardware that would be appropriate for Freeway will depend to a certain extent on your existing IT strategy, and your existing resources.

 

Areas to consider include:

Existing or already planned IT resources: You may already have sufficient capacity on existing servers. We recommend the following minimum specifications:

· Processor: Intel® XeonT Processor, 3.0 GHz
· Memory: 1.0 GB DDR SDRAM
· Two network adapters

· Two SCSI drives connected to RAID controller

 

Client Server or Terminal Server strategy: You may wish to implement Freeway as a Client/Server solution in which data is transferred across the network and the executables are operated from client PCs. Alternatively you can run Freeway as a Terminal Server solution in which all ‘clients’ are operated from a single Terminal Server and only screen refreshes, mouse movements and keyboard entry is transferred across the network. This solution is particularly appropriate if you have a requirement for remote access to the system or the client PCs are of insufficient specification.

 

SERVER

As a guide specification the following Dell server would be capable of operating as Terminal Server for 10 Freeway clients. It would also be sufficient to operate as a data server. In a Client/Server environment one Server is required (with a single processor). In a Terminal Server environment the same specification (with two processors) would be recommended.

 

· Dell PowerEdge 1600SC SCSI: Intel® XeonT Processor, 3.0 GHz, 512K Cache, 533MHz Front Side Bus. 

· 2nd Processor: (Only required in Terminal Server environment) 

· Memory: 2.0 GB DDR SDRAM,2x1GB. 

· Power Supply Kits: Non-Redundant Power. 

· CD-ROM/DVD-ROM: 48X CD-ROM. 

· Keyboard: Standard Windows Keyboard. 

· Mouse: Logitech PS/2 2-button Mouse with Scroll. 

· Monitor: Dell E551, 15in (13.8in Viewable). 

· Installation: Windows 2003 Server. 

· Hard Drive Configuration: Cabled SCSI Drives (2 required) Connected to RAID Card.

· Primary Controller: PERC4-SC, 64MB, Internal Channel (U320). 

· First Network Adapter: On Board Network Adapter. 

· Second Network Adapter: Intel Pro 100S w/IPSEC Network Adapter

CLIENT PCs

In the event that a terminal server solution is chosen then any windows client PC which supports a screen resolution of 1024x768 would be sufficient.

 

For a Terminal Server solution we would recommend as a minimum that each client should be:

· Intel Celeron 2.2GHZ or AMD Athlon XP 2200+ 

·  512 MB DDR266 Memory 

· 40GB 7200rpm Hard Drive 

· 8MB Video card 

· 10/100 Lan 

· CD-Rom 

· Keyboard 

· Optical Mouse 

· 15" Monitor – as minimum – must support 1024x768 pixels (screens are optimised for this standard).
